Sunday School Teacher

The Sunday school teacher is the main facilitator of the Sunday school class.

1. S/He assures the achievement of the objectives of the Sunday school which are:
a. Outreach
b. Spiritual maturity
c. Biblical instruction
d. Fellowship

2. S/He works alongside the Class President to coordinate plans for the entire class.
3. S/He will pray and prepare to teach the people the Word of God so that changes in

values, understanding, and behavior are taking place in the lives of class
members.

4. S/He will spend an average of one hour a week in contact with prospects and
members of the class outside of the class time.
5. S/He will meet with class officers in order to assure spiritual growth, outreach and

pastoral care.

6. S/He will pledge to attend a monthly meeting of Sunday school leaders.
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
